Good morning friends! Does anyone ever ask you for identification? It happens to me all the
time. When | go into a store to buy something and | want to pay for it with a credit card, the
cashier takes my card and then asks, "May | see your ID please?" Why does the cashier need to
see my ID? The answer is quite simple. The cashier wants to see if | own my credit card. Am |
really who | claim to be? There may be other times when you will be asked for identification.
You may need a picture ID to get a library card. You might even need a picture ID to sign up for
youth soccer. You might even wear a picture ID at school. AlImost every day we are asked to
prove that we are who we say we are.

On the Sunday that Jesus rose from the grave, he appeared to a group of his disciples. One of
the disciples, whose name was Thomas, was not with them. When the disciples told Thomas
that they had seen Jesus and that he was alive, Thomas said, "l won't believe it until | see it with
my own eyes. | want to see where the nails were placed in his hands and put my hand in the
place where the spear was thrust into his side." A week later, Jesus appeared to his disciples
again. This time Thomas was there. Jesus said to Thomas, "Put your finger here; see my hands.
Put your hand into my side. Stop doubting and believe." Then Thomas believed!
