Have you ever been at recess and teams were chosen to play a 
game? Have you ever been the last chosen to play a game?

Our Bible lesson today is about being chosen to be in the family of 
God. How would you like to be in God’s family? The Bible tells us that 
before he even made the world, God loved us and chose us. Before we 
were even born, God decided to adopt us into his own family.
