Strategic Planning Update:
Reconciling In Christ*

Last summer at Grace the congregation
held a strategic planning session and
identified as one of the planning interest
areas to be expanding the welcoming
community of Grace by exploring the option
of becoming a designated Reconciling In
Christ* congregation. Your Council is
contfinuing work on this congregational
mandate through offering opportunities for
discussion & discernment.

Beginning in April, the Wednesday night
Potluck/Bible Study discussed various social
issues that confront church members today
(including the Social Statement on Human
Sexudality), and the Adult Sunday School
class went through the first part of the ELCA
program *Journey Together Faithfully”.

In July we will have a supply pastor who is an
advocate for ReconcilingWorks, which is an
independent, Lutheran, membership-
supported  organization committed to
working for change within the church and
society. The group describes itself as
“Lutherans working with the recognition that
racism, sexism, ageism, able-ism,
heterosexism, homophobia, and all the
other artificial distinctions that seek to raise
one group into priviege and preference
over another, conspire together to diminish
our world and church™.

In the fall the Council will decide whether to
move forward in writing a welcome
statement and/or in the process of gaining
the RIC designation. Please make your
thoughts and guestions known to a Council
Member or Pastor Leslie.
